Hope and love are new each morning all because of a won-

derful loving God. God promises to do great and mighty 

things. If there is one thing that is needed in this world and in 

our lives it is the commitment to rise above the level of mediocrity by believing God.  The story 

is told about a contest for children in riding a bicycle.  Part of the contest was an exercise that 

demanded that each child ride their bicycle down a narrow plank without falling off. The one 

who was able to do that would win a prize. All the children fell off except one who made it all 

the way to the end. After the contest was over people asked the boy “how were you able to do 

it?’  He replied, “Well everybody else was looking at the plank or their front wheel. I was look-

ing at the end of the plank.” If you’re going to succeed, you have to keep your eyes on the goal 

and not the situation. As one encourager put it, ”If Columbus had turned around, no one would 

have blamed him. But then, no one would have remembered him either.” As pastor of this won-

derful church, by God's grace I resolve anew that this church never give in to the abyss of me-

diocrity. We must keep our eyes on the goal and never turn back—the goal of loving God, lov-

ing one another and sharing God’s love with all the world. This means that by the Holy Spirit, 

we use the greatest weapons against mediocrity that God has equipped us with—the weapons 

of faith and encouragement. 

 This year we will manifest that faith and encouragement by focusing on Power Prayer 

(praying often with expected results), Purpose evangelism (3-1-6 cards), and Persevering 

growth (discipleship). Everyday has purpose and power because of God’s love. We have an 

opportunity to express love and celebrate every day, especially when we gather to worship our 

loving God who is expressed and defined not only as holy but also as love. The apostle John 

writes under the inspiration of the Holy Spirit, "This is the message you heard from the beginning: 

We should love one another." 

 We spend time on what we deem important. Many of these choices are valid: time with 

family and friends, work, prayer, ministry, evangelism, serving the poor, fighting for rights, protest-

ing wrongs. But as Scripture reminds us, "And though I bestow all my goods to feed the poor, and 

though I give my body to be burned, but have not love, it profits me nothing." (1 Cor. 13:3) 

 Even though we have the freedom to set our own priorities, Jesus made a point of defin-

ing a specific priority for us: "You shall Love the Lord your God with all your heart, with all your 

soul, and with all your mind. This is the first and great commandment. And the second is like it: 

`You shall love your neighbor as yourself,’ (Matt. 22:37-38,NKJV). Love, then, is not a gray area 

of Scripture. Every thought, response, and act of goodwill must first be pressed through the fine 

filter of love or it means nothing. The famous apologist Francis Schaeffer once wrote, "Because 
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man is a man, he is to be loved at all cost."  God paid that cost with His only begotten son.   

We know that God is love, and that the only true source of love is found in Him. We 

know that God first loved us and that love is unconditional. But what some of us do not seem 

to know is the debt we owe those around us with that godly love. Paul writes in Romans 13:8

(NKJV), Owe no one anything except to love one another; for he who loves another has ful-

filled the law.  

One church theologian put it this way, "The debt of love remains with us permanently 

and never leaves us. This is a debt which we pay every day and forever owe." The primary 

reason you and I can pay that debt is that "the love of God has been poured out in our hearts 

by the Holy Spirit who was given to us." (Rom. 5:5, NKJV). God's own love to us and every 

other believer is the bottomless well from which we can draw and then share with others. If we 

have this wonderful, supernatural resource of love through the Holy Spirit, it only follows that 

we must submit to the Spirit. When we do so, all the enemies and impediments to love will melt 

away. Those impediments to love, such as pride, unjustified power-grabbing, selfish ambition, 

partisanship, hatred, bitterness, will be overwhelmed with the humility of God's love in our lives 

by the Holy Spirit. What a comfort to know that God's always teaching us that love through the 

Holy Spirit. At every turn we see humility going hand in hand with godly love. Genuine love 

never turns its "freedom into an opportunity for the flesh" (Gal. 5:13,NASB). It will not do any-

thing to cause another Christian to fall into sin or even be offended in His conscience (Rom. 

14:21). Love that is from God will "be kind to one another, tenderhearted, forgiving each other, 

just as God in Christ also has forgiven [us]" (Eph. 4:32). 

I remember the story of the man who forgot his wife’s birthday, their wedding anniver-

sary and finally Valentine’s Day. His wife in anger demanded that she receive a present. She 

told him that the next morning she better find a gift in the driveway that goes from zero to 200 

in six seconds. The next morning there was a big gift wrapped box in the driveway. She ran 

outside and upon opening it, she found a brand new bathroom scale. Needless to say she was 

disappointed. Or the story of the man who lay dying in the hospital with his wife by his side. He 

would drift in and out of a coma. This went on for days. Finally, when he realized what was 

happening, he called for his wife and said, “Honey you have been with me through everything.  

The time I wrecked the car, the time I lost my job, the time I fell from the roof and now through 

this time of illness.” He called her closer and with the strength he had left, whispered, “I think 

you’re bad luck.” People can be harsh. You be focused in the love of God. Share Jesus and 

watch God work. I promise you He will, and you’ll not be disappointed.
